To have a little consistency and to make the logs more telling than they are when the two latter methods are used, let’s aim at doing them like the samples given on the Veteran’s Oral History webpage (http://www.loc.gov/vets/kitmenu.html):

on board troop ship to Europe 

26:30
 part of 2nd wave at Omaha Beach on D-Day
Logging the Photos:

Identify each photo separately, briefly describing the point of interest in the photo.  For instance, if you are documenting the Henderson Bluegrass Jamboree you wouldn’t ID each photo as “Henderson Bluegrass Jamboree,” you’d do something like the following:
